COURSE DESCRIPTION:
Beginning with a quick review of English grammar, the course will introduce the grammar and syntax of the
Latin language and provide practice in their use in order to lead students to a reading knowledge of
Ecclesiastical Latin: the Vulgate, Canon Law, Ambrose, Augustine, Jerome, Aquinas, hymns, and other
documents.

CLASSOBJECTIVES:

To enable students to pronounce Latin correctly according to ecclesiastical usage and to read and translate
straightforward Latin texts with the aid of adictionary. In addition to readings in the assigned text, we shall
explore our common religious heritage through readings in the Vulgate, hymns, prayers, law, official
documents; we shall also consider distinctive forms used in some philosophical arguments. With further
study/practice in the language students will be better able to participate in religious celebrationsin Latin at
international meetings eg Eucharistic congresses, World Y outh Days. Theological studieswill be enhanced
when students can check atrandation against the original text.
